Here are afew of the points made during the video:

1. Doing aconfidential treatment request for the 30th timein your life can become a joy rather than a hassle.
Because you might be able to handle it in 20% of the time it would normally take you to do it.

3. You need to learn the art of becoming good at providing context when making "prompts’ to an Al toal. It's
an iterative process where you're essentially brainstorming with the tool. Thisis not like using a search
engine where you just input a single search term or phrase.

4. You have your own lawyerly ethical obligations when using these tools (e.g., competence,
communication, confidentiality).

5. You can't rely solely on generative Al to do your work; you need to refine the output you receive from an
Al tool.
